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   Oldmeldrum Public Art Project Events

Mon 23rd – Sat 29thMay. Display in Public Library
A display of material on Oldmeldrum – maps, photographs and books drawn from the Local History Archive as well as books on Sculpture, Street and Contemporary Art from the library catalogues.

Look out for concrete poetry and other writing produced for the project by the library’s resident creative writing group.
Sun 23rd May :  2pm – 5pm.  Oldmeldrum’s Rocky Past with Peter Craig.
This afternoon event will be a combined talk and walk to explore Oldmeldrum's Rocky Past.  The main aim of the event is to give you a chance to find out about local geology and to ask questions about local rocks and landscape features.
We will start with a talk/discussion exploring the geological features that give Oldmeldrum its unique character.  This will be followed by a close look at the stonework of buildings in the town centre and then a stroll down to Bruce's Seat. We will then follow the community path up Barra Hill to see how Oldmeldrum fits into the wider geological landscape of this part of NE Scotland.  We will aim to be return to the Square by 5 pm.

Peter Craig is a geologist from Deeside who describes himself as, “Someone who has been fascinated at the amazing story that the rocks and landscapes of this part of Scotland have revealed to geologists over the last fifty years, and who thoroughly enjoys sharing the story with anyone who will listen!”
